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Keeping an eye out for our
neighbours!

Fairlie must surely have one of the best functioning
Neighbourhood Support set ups due in its entirety to the woman
who distributes the information and organises the collation of
names and data. In all that it is set up in Kimbell, we don’t have
it functioning in Albury and with that in mind we are about to
extend to the town plus up to Burkes Pass.

The recent Sunday paper told the story of a number of people
here in New Zealand who had died and hadn’t been discovered
for months, simply because no one looked out for them or
noticed they were not about.

Let's try and not let that happen in our area.

A number of rural dwellers have suggested that the
concept be extended in to the country so in September we will
offer this to all living out in the country.

How does it work? Different from Civil Defence, information is
gathered and shared by all residents of the road. This is not
confidential information, it's basic stuff like family
contact, their phone numbers, your doctor, how many live at
your house and who. If you want to be part of the
concept but don’t want to share all that then you can
simply request that and the info will only go to
the road co ordinator!

So if something happens — eg: a motor bike is stolen off a farm
—itis easy to contact all on the road just from this one slip of
paper which you can store in your telephone book.

It works — people note what cars are about, whose mail hasn't
been collected etc. It is a friendly, caring concept. You will have
the opportunity to join this in September if in the country and
anytime you wish in the towns, just by calling into Heartlands!

A WORD FROM THE CHAIR

Good progress being made in local water management

We are making progress implementing
the CWMS in the Upper Waitaki zone.

Audited  Self-Management with the
Benmore Irrigation Company is well
underway and the committee have
visited the farm which is piloting Farm
Environmental Management Plans,
and seen the investment in improved
environmental practice on-farm.

The committee is supporting catchment
based initiatives in the Tekapo-Pukaki
area, including a proposed catchment
approach to weed management and the establishment of a native
fish sanctuary and guardianship.

We are keen to support catchment based initiatives as a way to have
local people taking responsibility locally.

The committee is also well aware of the concern over the overlap in
water quality monitoring between agency monitoring and monitoring
that is required of new consent holders.

Our Zone Implementation Programme (ZIP) recommends that this
monitoring is integrated and we want to see overlap eliminated. We
will be addressing this at our July meeting.

Zone Implementation Programme

The Upper Waitaki Zone Implementation Programme (ZIP) was
endorsed by Environment Canterbury, and the MacKenzie and Waitaki
District Councils in early 2012.

The ZIP contains around 50 recommendations on how to achieve the
vision of the Canterbury Water Management Strategy (CWMS) in the
zone - to enable present and future generations the greatest benefit
from the water resource within a sustainable framework.

Local biodiversity funding available

The committee has provided around $100,000 to projects which
protect and enhance biodiversity.

These projects include actions on wetlands, spring-fed streams, and
braided rivers in the Zone.

The committee is responsible for administering the Immediate Steps
fund and is always on the look-out for projects that would benefit
from funding assistance.

for Road Damage

Floods, snow and falling trees have created havoc on the roads
of the Mackenzie District in the last few weeks.

Council Roading Manager Suzy Ratahi says even on sunny days
the risk to road users hasn’t disappeared.

“There are on-going hazards and roads are still suffering from the
effects of the weather,” she says. “Don’t drive at high speeds and
look out for odd looking patches ahead.”

One of the big hazards is something called “frost heave”. This is
when water gets into the underlying structure of the road and
creates soft spots that look like porridge. A single road might
have more than 50 different soft spots and it's not possible for the
council to put warning signs on all of them.

Mrs Ratahi singles out five roads as bad for soft spots: Lochaber
Road, Lilybank Road, Braemar Road, Rollesby Valley Road and
Godley Peaks Road. Rocky Valley Road has also been scoured
out by rain and is badly damaged with a reduced road width.

“If you are driving along an unsealed road at 80 to 90km an hour
and hit one of these spots, you could be in for a bit of strife,” she
says. “Some of the worst soft spots will be fixed by the council,
while others will slowly disappear as the roads dry out. This could
take some time.”

Another hazard is ice. In some places snow is compacted by
vehicles driving over it and a cold frost will turn it to ice.

Areas that are permanently shaded by trees also become icy in
clear, frosty weather.

Mrs Ratahi says this year the combination of weather events
leading to more road damage than a normal winter.

First there was flooding, followed by heavy snow which melted
quickly in a warm nor'wester and added more water to the
ground. This was followed by a wind storm that brought down
trees and power lines onto roads across the district.

“Our contractors have been really busy this year,” she says.

The council has received an extra $1.18 million in emergency
funding from the New Zealand Transport Authority (NZTA)

to repair road damage caused by bad weather during the last
financial year (to 30 June 2013), and has made a further
application for more money in the current year. The majority of
the financial burden of repairing the roads is coming from the
NZTA which gathers funds from road user charges, license fees
and petrol tax. But safety for road users is the biggest concern.
Slow down this winter and scan the road ahead.

Netcon Line Supervisor Philip Peter has
nothing but the highest praise and admira-
tion for the teams he led through a proces-
sion of weather bombs, as well as for Air
New Zealand and Mainfreight that assisted
with equipping his men for the bleak condi-
tions.

Air New Zealand ensured snow boots and
gators for the entire field staff requested by
Netcon management were on the last flight
out of Wellington and freighted from Christ-
church in the middle of the night ready for
the teams at 7.30am.

Netcon procurement manager Brendan
McNeice said the airline “moved mountains”
to ensure the equipment arrived in time.

“Nathan and the team at Mainfreight
Timaru then worked through the night with
Netcon stores to ensure the snowboots
where delivered to the technicians and
linemen in time for a very early start on the
faults.”

Among the committed Netcon team mem-
bers were staff not normally involved in
lines work, such as cable jointers and cable
layers. All put their non-urgent jobs to one
side, gave up days off and weekends and
threw themselves into the snow response.

Mr Peter said team members were
champing at the bit to go once they knew
power supplies were likely to be threatened.

And threatened they were.

Helicopters were used to locate areas
needing urgent attention.

“Alpine Energy observers up in the air
would radio their findings to Alpine Energy
controllers who would in turn direct the
Netcon teams to outages in an order of
importance.”

It will take some
time.

“But with power safely restored in most
areas affected we can attend to about six
pole replacements and a dozen or so cross-
arm replaceménts in the next few weeks,”
Mr Peter said.

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High Winds Cause Damage at Albury Cemetery

The recent high winds that hit the Albury area particularly hard, caused considerable damage
to approximately 70% of the large old conifers that surround the cemetery as well as damaging eight
headstones. Council has organised for the cleanup process to begin with the trees being cut
and removed from the driveway and away from the cemetery plots.

The headstones sustained varying types of damage including breakages and/or tipped off their foundations for example.

The Mackenzie District Council is sympathetic to the families of the deceased who lay in the cemetery
and have had their grave sites damaged as a result of the trees falling. Staff will try to track down the families of each grave
headstone that has been damaged to let them know, but some of the graves are very old so contact may not be able to be made.

Council's insurance will cover the cost of the required repairs and if affected f “
families have any questions or concerns, they should contact
Community Facilities Manager, Garth Nixon at the Council in Fairlie.
The damage has made it necessary to fell additional trees in the cemetery to
avoid further damage. Council will undertake a replanting programme to
re-vegetate the surrounding area.

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Preparing for an Emergency
- Assembling your survival ltems for your home

In most emergencies you should be able to stay in your home, but
you may be cut off and unable to leave. You need to plan to be self-
sufficient for three days or more. Being prepared in your home means
having enough food and water for each member of your household,
having an alternative source of fuel to cook and heat your home, and
stocking up on the essentials - like toilet paper and medicines.

Food
- 3 days of food for each member of your household

Think about what you eat day to day. There’s no point in having lots
of baked beans in your survival kit if you hate baked beans! You will
also need to think about who you have to feed (the kids and your
pets!) and if they have any special dietary needs.

Other hints and considerations;

* Do you have an alternative fuel source if the power is out?
What kind of food can you cook with it?

*  Keep it simple — not all food needs to be cooked. Canned
tuna and crackers can make a decent lunch.

* Make it as nutritious as possible — disasters are stressful and
you will need all the good nutrition you can get.

* Have some variety in what food you store and have some
treats. After three days of rationed food a chocolate biscuit
does wonders for the spirits!

*  Finally, don’t forget your pets!

Water

What you need: 3 litres per person per day, for the animals
50mls per kilo per day

Water is used for drinking and cooking, but also for hygiene purposes
as well. If you don’t want to spend lots of money on buying water you
can use plastic containers with a number one in the recycling triangle.
Don't use milk bottles as they will break down. Store water in a cool,
dry place and check and replace your water every two years.

You may want to consider buying some alcoholic hand sanitizer to
use for washing hands so you can save precious water.

Other emergency survival items to include
*  Torch with spare batteries or a self-charging torch
Radio with spare batteries
First aid kit and essential medicines
+  Pet supplies
*  Toilet paper and large rubbish bags for your emergency toilet
*  Wind and waterproof clothing, sun hats, and outdoor shoes.
*  Blankets or sleeping bags

*
*

Finally...
If you are able to stay at home in a disaster think about what you are

going to do with your time. If the power has been cut off because of
flooding or snow, remember you may not be able to go anywhere or
use your electronic devices. Have handy something to keep you oc-
cupied - crayons and a colouring book, a deck of cards or a puzzle
book may help keep you and the kids sane!
